Speech/Audio WAV File Notes
As the computer occasionally tends to speak some of its words faster or slower

than that of a human voice I have created certain Audio WAV files, with one of

the following extensions, to accommodate those occasions.

_s
This means the pronunciation of this word has been slowed down. An example

of this is the Tagalog word Kakilala.  The computer pronounces it incorrectly as

Ka Kih La La (too fast and with small a`s). So to give you a better pronunciation

I slowed the word down to its correct pronunciation of Kah Kih-Lah-Lah. The

file Kakilala is now used. However. As you are a beginner I slowed the word

down further and then gave it the file extension _s.  The _s  file does not get

spoken though. It is there purely for your own listening - You could always

rename it and use it if you wanted to.

_f
This means the pronunciation of this word is slightly too fast for the beginner

and/or for the pronunciation. In this case, I have slowed the word down to a

syllable pronunciation and/or to its correct pronunciation. It is this slowed

down file that is used. You can use the _f  file if you want to but I would not

recommend it – It is only meant for your own listening.

_p
This means the pronunciation of this word is the Proper, correct, pronunciation


However. As I thought it might be too fast for the beginner I opted to use my

usual syllable and/or slowed down version of this word. You can use this _p

version if you want to though - Simply rename it without the _p  extension.

_1
A file with a number extension means I could not decide which pronunciation


to use, as all definitions of this word sounded similar to each other. In some

cases it is just my own perfectionism that creates a numbered file, but other

times it could be the case of an higher definition (Ing – lazy English g or Ingg –

clearer/louder pronunciation of g). Usually you will not notice the difference

as the difference is very very slight.

_slang    This means the word is pronounced in its slang form. Usually because it can


     sound better than the Proper pronunciation. I.e I could not get the proper

     pronunciation/sound perfectly so I opted for the word`s slang pronunciation

Luckily, the above words are not created regularly. This is because I could get some

sort of reasonable pronunciation/sound for most of the words.
