Window Sizer / IE Window Maximizer
Window Sizer  is a program that I wrote for an Internet Shop. It Re-sizes and/or Moves a window

(most windows/window types) if that window is either out of bounds (not within the desktop area) or

that window is too big (it is more than 800 x 566 size from position 0, 0 – top, left corner of the desktop).

The idea is too keep your (some nasty web site) windows from opening too big (those annoying ads!)

and also to help you keep your own (Word, Notepad, etc) windows in order. Oroginally the program left

space for an (Internet Shop) advert to be displayed at the bottom of the desktop. Hence the need for size

restrictions (The Internet Shop owner did not want the user to put their windows on top of his advert

window. Blocking his advert). In this version of Window Sizer I have taken this space away - I have still

left a tiny gap though so you can click on the desktop if need be.

Window Sizer comes in two versions. One with No Keys. Basically you leave it running all the time. And a

version with HotKeys. The HotKeys are:

CTRL + ALT + Q (X if Q could not be allocated). This will Quit/Exit Window Sizer.

CTRL + ALT + D (N if D could not be allocated). This will Disable/Turn Off Window Sizer.

CTRL + ALT + E (O if E could not be allocated). This will Enable/Turn On Window Sizer.

You can Disable/Enable Window Sizer as you wish. I.e If you Disable you can Enable again. Disable

does not mean Turn Off altogether.

IE Window Maximizer is the opposite of Window Sizer but it only looks at Internet Explorer windows.

It was written for John W Lester who told me of people in NG`s who needed a solution to combat the IE

problem of opening a Link or Second window, for example, only to find IE opens that Link or Second

window un-maximized. Apparently. IE can only remember normal sized IE windows when you quit or open

IE but cannot remember Maximized sized windows.

IE Window Maximizer uses the same HotKeys as Window Sizer.
